LOCAL RULES
1. OUT OF BOUNDS (See Definition)
A ball is out of bounds if it lies:
a) in the Clubhouse
b) on or beyond the defined line, adjacent to the Clubhouse and
Practice Green.
c) in or over the ditch on the right of the 1st and 15th holes.
d) beyond any boundary wall hedge, gate or fence including the high
protection fences on hole 1.

2. WATER HAZARD
The Burn between the 7th hole and the practice ground is a water
hazard.  When playing the 7th hole it is a LATERAL WATER HAZARD
between the RED markers.

3. IMMOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS (RULE 24-2)
a) Water Fountain
b) Ball Washer
c) Hydrant Cover
d) Yardage Markers
e) The Wooden Edges of Pathways and 14th Tee
f) The columns supporting the Clubhouse Roof
g) In addition, if a ball lies off the putting green but not in a hazard and
an immovable obstruction on or within two club-lengths of the putting
green and within two club-lengths of the ball intervenes on the line of
play between the ball and the hole, the player may take relief.

4. GROUND UNDER REPAIR (RULE 25-1)
a) Areas marked by blue stakes
b) Ruts made by Green Machinery. If a player’s ball lies in such an
area or it interferes with the player’s stance or the area of his intended
swing the player may take relief under Rule 25-1.
c) The Greenkeeper’s shed and entire compound area at the 18th hole

as defined by blue stakes.
d) If a ball lies in an area designated as ‘ground under repair’, the
player MAY take relief under Rule 25-1.

5. INTEGRAL PARTS OF THE COURSE are as follows:
a) All paths, steps and service roads.
b) Any boundary walls, fence, hedges and gates.

6. STONES IN BUNKERS are movable obstructions Rule 24-1
applies.

7. PROTECTION OF YOUNG TREES identified by WHITE
PROTECTORS, if such a tree interferes with the player’s stance or
the area of his intended swing the tree shall be regarded as an
immovable obstruction. Rule 24-2 applies.

8. Any temporary Local Rule defined on the Notice Board. Penalty for
Breach of Local Rule: Matchplay - loss of Hole, Stroke Play - 2
strokes.

9. The Match Committee have rules players ARE allowed to use
devices that measure or gauge distance only.
